Inclusion is about how we structure our schools, our classrooms and our lessons so that all our students
learn and participate together. An inclusive classroom is one that creates a supportive environment for all
learners, including those with learning differences and one that can also challenge and engage gifted and
talented learners by building a more responsive learning environment. This course focuses on what you, the
teacher and the most influential figure in the room, can do to achieve this.
